16-19 Bursary Fund 

2019 – 2020
The 16-19 Bursary Fund is available for students in Year 12 and 13 during this academic year. The aim of the Fund is to support vulnerable young people in participating fully in Post-16 education.  The fund is administered by the school in accordance with strict government guidelines.  These guidelines indicate the availability of the fund to students in particular circumstances. 

Objective of the 16-19 Bursary Fund:
To support those young people who face the greatest barriers to learning in continuing in full-




time education and to ensure that every young person participates in, and benefits from, a place  



in 16-19 education.

Application criteria and eligibility


The applicant must satisfy residency criteria as indicated by EFA Funding Guidance 2019-2020:

· Is ‘settled’ in the UK and has been resident in the UK for the three years preceding the start




of study in Year 12. (‘Settled’ means having right of abode or indefinite leave to enter or remain in the UK).
· Has a European Community or United Kingdom passport.

The young person must:

· Be aged under 19 years of age on August 31st in the academic year in which they start the course.
· Have reached the statutory school leaving age.
· Hold his/her own bank account.
· Hold a confirmed place for a course of study in Crompton House Sixth Form.
Prioritisation of funding


The following have priority of access to funding from the Bursary Fund:

· Young people in care including unaccompanied asylum-seeking children
· Care leavers
· Young people receiving Income Support or the equivalent Universal Credit in their own right
· Young people receiving Employment and Support Allowance or Universal Credit and Disability Living or Personal Independence Payment in their own right
Applications are to be received by the initial deadline (end of week 3 of the academic year). Funding will be allocated according to the above criteria with contingency funding retained for the remainder of the year. Students and parents / guardians are strongly advised to get applications in as soon as possible.  Please note if there is a change of circumstance late applications will be considered. 

Funds will be available to other students not necessarily meeting these criteria – in the case of a student requiring support although not meeting the criteria listed above, the appropriate page of the application form should be completed and handed in. PLEASE NOTE THAT ELIGIBILITY WILL BE ASSESSED ACCORDING TO FAMILY INCOME AND NEED. EVIDENCE OF HOUSEHOLD INCOME WILL BE REQUIRED – for example, proof of Free School Meal Entitlement should be provided. 
Application process
· APPLICATIONS MUST BE RECEIVED BY WEEK 3 OF THE AUTUMN TERM 

(applications can take up to 6 weeks to process but payment will be backdated)
· A completed application must be submitted with the required evidence of status.

· The application will be processed according to the eligibility criteria.

· The outcome of the application will be communicated to the applicant in writing and will include details of funding allocated and how it will be paid.

· Successful applicants will sign a 16-19 Bursary Fund Agreement a copy of which must be returned to Crompton House Sixth Form Administration.

Appeals

· Appeals against a decision made regarding an application will be accepted within 10 days of the initial notification of the decision (date of the letter).

· Complaints can be addressed to the Governing Body of the School. 

Weekly payments

· Payments will be made weekly directly into the student’s back account.
· Payments are made for the preceding week and are dependent on attendance and behaviour.

Declined weekly payments

· Failure to adhere to Sixth Form’s attendance requirements 

· Breach of the Sixth Form behaviour requirements


Specifically:
Any missed lessons without authorisation




3 or more days’ absence in any one week



Unauthorised holidays, work experience, medical appointments where not advised in advance.


If a payment is declined, the student will be advised via email and the reason given. Appeals against the decision are to be made 
in writing to the Head of Sixth Form and within two weeks of the declined payment date.
